INSTRUCTIONS FOR “T-2” GRANT APPLICANTS

General Instructions

Proposal for a T-2 grant must be prepared in accordance with the instructions and guidelines given in this document. T-2 will support a maximum of two separate research projects of any individual applicant at any one time. The Curriculum Vitae of the applicant and scientist, trainee or fellow who are to be involved in the project must be included in the proposal. A complete list of publications is not required. ONLY the five most important publications over the last five years should be listed.

In addition, the T-2 Director reserves the right to grant funding for small projects that do not exceed Bahts 500,000- on an ad hoc basis (Director Initiative Funds). The same proposal format is required for such applications.

1. ADMINISTRATION INFORMATION

1.1 Name and address

1.2 Title of Project (must not exceed a maximum of 120 characters)

1.3 Summary of Project (must not exceed 200 words)

Indicate why the project should be undertaken, rather than what is to be done; and mention any constraints that might interfere with the completion of project as planned.

1.4 Proposed Starting Date and Estimated Duration of Project

The estimated duration of the project should be indicated to a maximum of 3 years in the first instance.

1.5 Endorsement of the Project

ALL ITEMS ON ANNEX B MUST BE COMPLETED BEFORE THE PROPOSAL CAN BE PROCESSED.

1.6 Ethical Clearance of Proposals Involving Human Subjects

If any aspect of the proposed research involves human subjects (including the collection of blood or other issue samples from human subjects) an institutional ethical clearance document must be annexed to the proposal submitted.

2. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Describe the project in the order given below, writing on one side only and numbering the sub-headings as instructed.

2.3 Expected Outcome (publication, patent etc.)

Intellectual property rights to any invention, discovery, work, arising from the project will be owned jointly by the National Science and Technology Development Agency (NSTDA) and the Thailand Research Fund, which agencies will be responsible for the taking out of patents on any invention, discovery, work that are deemed appropriate. Benefits that may arise from thee commercialization of such intellectual property will be shared between the principal investigator (PI), NSTDA, and TRF in the following ratio: PI: NSTDA : TRF = 50:25:25.

3. PROJECT LINKS AND TRAINING OPPORTUNITY

3.1 Collaboration with Other Scientists or Research Institutes

If funds for visiting experts requested, clearly indicate the field of competence sought, duration of stay (up to a maximum of two man-months per year) and the name of the visiting expert’s local counterpart. 3.3 Training opportunities for Junior Researchers

Mention possibilities for training junior researchers in specialized skills or supervising their postgraduate studies.

4. BUDGET

The total budget should not exceed Bahts 5,000,000-. All budget must be submitted in Bahts. Budget in other currencies is not acceptable. If any budget line requires fund in any other currencies, indicate reason for this under “Budget justification”

4.1 Budget Details

· Budget Details should be itemized in tabular form for personnel, supplies, equipment, animals, patient cost, local transportation, field subsidy, etc. 

· Budget for equipment must not exceed 20% of the total budget. 

· Please note that international travelling is generally not supported.

· Budget for personnel allows ONE full time technician (secretary is generally not supported)

· Please note that the salary of the principal investigator MUST not exceed this figure: (current salary x 1.5 x % of time allocated for the project).

4.2 Other support for the proposed project

In case this project has been submitted to any other funding agency, please give the name and address of the agency. If already funded state the degree of overlap with present proposal, the number of people involved in the research, the duration of the award and its annual budget. 

4.3 Budget Justification

The budget should clearly reflect planned activities and cost required. Justify each and every budget line, stating how the cost figures were derived in relation to the activities to be undertaken. 

5. SUBMISSION OF PROPOSALS

The original plus four copies of the completed proposal form together with a 3.5( diskette (in MS-WORD 6.0 format) should be submitted to T-2; a further copy of the proposal should be retained for your records. Complete information is essential for rapid consideration of proposals. Please ensure that all required signatures have been obtained and that any additional documentation, such as national or ethical approval(s), are annexed to the original proposal form.
